In his letter to the clergy of the archdiocese in the past week, Archbishop Mark wrote “This
year as we celebrate Pentecost we will also officially launch the journey of the
Plenary Council. The journey really began back in May 2016 when the bishops decided to
move towards the Council, and now after two years of preparation we are in a position to
have a more formal launch.” He also added that “It is essential that the Plenary Council be
seen not as administrative or political but as spiritual and ecclesial. The decision was made by
the bishops but under the influence of the Holy Spirit; and the Holy Spirit will have to be our
guide at every step of the journey. We are drawn into a process of discernment of what God is
asking of us in Australia at this time, and that process will demand deep and constant prayer —
a listening to God — from the entire Catholic community. The Church was born of the Spirit at
Pentecost, and we are now in search of a new birth as we look to the future. Birth can be
painful and messy, but if this process is the work of the Holy Spirit it will lead to peace and
hope and joy.” In the next few weeks, we will get more detail on how we as a parish
community can get involved.
To prepare the agenda for the Plenary Council, all of God’s people are invited to
reflect on the question: “What do you think God is asking of us in Australia at
this time?”
